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In the November edition of the 

Callington News I reported that the 

older children's play unit had to be 

removed for safety reasons and I 

mentioned that I was hoping to have 

more positive news for this edition.  

   Well, I do have some good news! 

Cornwall Council, through its Play 

Pathfinder programme (Playbuilder 

3), has offered £40,000 towards the 

provision of new play facilities for 

the 8 -  to 13 -year age group. This 

will be subject to a satisfactory 

Project Plan being submitted by the 

time this newsletter goes to print. At 

the time of writing this article 

preparations are being made for an 

experienced landscape architect to 

draw up a master plan for the 

redevelopment of the Saltash Road 

Recreation Ground facilities.  

   This offer of a grant is not down to 

me or the Town Council putting in 

the application but has come about 

through Callington's youngsters 

being actively involved in the 

consultation process. The information 

will be converted into the master 

plan which hopefully will incorporate 

many of the ideas and issues raised 

from the consultation and help 

combat some of the anti - social issues 

experienced on site.  

   Once the draft master plan has 

been drawn up it will be displayed at 

the Town Hall for further comment 

and when the plan has been finalised 

I will be doing my utmost to deliver 

the first phase of this project before 

Easter 2010. In the meantime I will 

be looking at other funding streams 

to deliver the second phase of the 

project which will concentrate on the 

toddlers' play facilities which have 

also exceeded their life expectancy.

As the chairman of Callington 

Village Gardening Club, I 

would like to take this 

opportunity to clarify the 

situation regarding the 

planting of Tamar Valley apple 

trees on our village green.  

   The intention is to plant 

three apple trees and two 

cherry trees.  Permission to 

plant these trees has been 

sought and obtained. Trees 

will, in the main, only be 

planted to replace the original 

trees which have died (these 

trees were part of the original 

design of the estate). One tree 

(not an apple tree) will not be 

planted in the park but in the 

main entrance to the estate; it 

will commemorate the life of a 

young man who helped plant the 

grass, shrubs and trees on this 

estate and who has since sadly 

passed away. No apple trees will 

be planted in positions which 

would result in danger to users of 

the park. The apple trees would 

not infringe in any way on the 

very large play area available for 

ball games etc. The intentions of 

the gardening club (after 

consultation with many 

residents), has always been to 

make our estate a healthy and 

happy place for all the children 

who live here. By replacing dead 

or dying trees with local varieties 

of apple trees (some of which are 

in danger of dying out) we hope 

to provide not only the 

opportunity for residents to 

collect and use the fruit but also 

give a helping hand to nature 

(bees, butterflies, insects, birds 

and so on): this is in keeping 

with our clearly stated aim to 

make our estate not only 

aesthetically pleasing for 

residents but also nature -

friendly.  

   I am happy to report that 

members of this estate's 

gardening club, our 

Neighbourhood Watch Scheme 

and the ladies sewing group 

(together with a very large 

majority of the residents of this 

estate) work very hard to raise 

funds to pay for trees, shrubs 

and such like, and frequently 

report that residents have 

thanked them for what they do 

and congratulate them on their 

part in ensuring that our estate 

has a strong sense of 

community. To date we have not 

received one complaint.  

   I trust that this helps to clarify 

the situation.
